KSDS (Kansas Specialty 
Dog Service) began in Wash-
ington Kansas in 1990.   A  
total  of 427 dogs have gradu-
ated to date.     

 KSDS was one of the first 
dog schools in the country to 
train and graduate both dogs 
for the seeing impaired and 
service dogs for the physically 
impaired.   

Social  dogs for nursing 
home, schools and places of 
business have now been added.     

KSDS has its own breeding 
program and uses black and 
yellow labs and golden retriev-
ers.    Dogs have been located 
in 29 states and puppy raisers 
are in 9 states. 

KSDS is now on its second 
five year term of having a fully 
accredited membership in ADI 
(Assistance Dog International), 
which is an  international dog 
organization, which has set 
standards for the assistance dog 
industry since 1987.  
Less than 20% of dog schools 
in the USA qualify for this des-
ignation  KSDS was the 6th 
school  in the nation  to qualify.

KSDS will never be known 
for the “quantity” of dogs we 
graduate, but always has been 
and  always will be know for 
the “quality” of the dogs gradu-
ated.

District Environmental Forum – December 2009 
 

Climate change occurs over time, scales ranging from millions of years to decades.  While climate is 
an average of weather patterns over 30 years or more, weather is something we experience every day.  
The following information was extracted from: Unstoppable Global Warming – Every 1,500 Years 
– Singer & Avery - 2007 
 

Climate Timeline (years before present) 
130,000 to 110,000 – Eemian Inter-glacial – Warm 
21,000 to 17,000 – Coldest Glacial period – sea levels 120 meters lower than today – ice sheets cover 
northern hemisphere. 
14,000 – Sudden warming – ice sheets begin retreating. 
12,500 – Sudden cooling for 1,000 years 
11,500 – Holocene Inter-glacial – Planet warms to nearly present conditions in less than 100 years 
with half of the warming in 15 years.  Ice sheets begin melting, sea levels rise, and forests expand. 
9,000 to 5,000 – Climate Optimum – Warmer and wetter than today. 
 

Recent Climate History 
600 BC to 200 BC – Unnamed Cooling (400 yr) 
200 BC to 600 AD – Roman Warming (800 yr) 
600 AD to 900 AD – Dark Ages Cooling (300 yr) 
900 AD to 1300 – Medieval Warming (400 yr) – Vikings colonized Greenland 
1300  to 1850 – Little Ice Age – (550 yr) – Rivers froze over, famines, disease 
1850 to 1940 – Warming – 1934 Warmest year of 20th century 
1940 to 1975 – Cooling – Fears of coming Ice Age 
1976 to 1978 – Sudden Warming 
1979 to 1998 – Warming.- Fears of global warming 
1998 to 2005 - No warming 
2005 to present – Cooling. 
 

Some researchers believe cooling will continue until mid century and warm – cool climate cycles are 
driven by the Sun – not carbon dioxide. 
 

How are temperatures determined?  Instrument measurements in the US have only been around for 
about 150 years.  Weather balloons (since 1958), satellites (1979), and recently ocean buoys (2003) 
are also used.  Researchers determined there was an urban heat bias in some surface measurements.  
Urban bias creeps in when weather stations are located in areas with large areas of concrete, asphalt, 
and buildings which retain heat longer than rural areas.  Many stations are located at airports and some 
are sited opposite air conditioning units or other heat sources which inflate temperatures.   In 2007 
NASA reported 1934 was the hottest year and the 1940’s as the hottest decade of the 20th century.  
Climate proxies: ice cores, ocean or lake sediments, tree rings, corals, rocks, fossils, chemical iso-
topes, radioactivity, etc, are substituted for temperature measurements for times prior to instrument 
measurements.
