Currents and Current Cooling

Geologist Don Easterbrook is one of many scientists attributing natural clian&gons to solar irradiance
and deep ocean currents. His recent paper, The Looming Threat of Géalliag, noted the undeniable link
between the Pacific Decadal Oscillation (PDO) shifting to its warm nm#i®15 and 1977 and global warm-
ing resulting both times. Conversely, in 1945 and 1999 the PDO moved to its cool mode andetbeajed
right along, despite a rapid increase in atmospheric CO2 dimngeriod. What's more, climate changes in
the geologic record show a regular pattern of alternate wgramd cooling with a 25-30 year period for the
past 500 years. Easterbrook thereby concludes that we should “exp ectotwlvel for the next 2-3 decades

that will be far more damaging than global warming would have been.”

versely, the Little Ice Age (LIA) was a period efosiger than average MOC, as we are beginningedaiay. Gray,
too, predicts that strengthening ocean currentiepdrglobal cooling over the next few decades, eaeeoarbon dioxide

levels continue to climb.
